PURPOSE

The End Term Evaluation seeks to document results, lessons, challenges, opportunities and measure the effects
and/or contributions of the Strengthening Transparency and Accountability in Public Finance Management (STAP)
Project that was implemented between 2018 and 2023. The STAP Project was conceptualised following concerns of
growing fiscal leakages, lack of accountability, transparency and the resultant economic regression which has
negatively impacted citizens' livelihoods in Zimbabwe. It sought to increase citizen capacity to hold solution
holders accountable through the use of various accountability tools at national level.
