3. Accountable Governance — Prosecute corruption in both public and private sectors to
safeguard workers’ interests.

4. Social Justice Now — Prioritize policies that reduce inequality, including progressive taxation and
equitable service delivery.

5. Workers’ Unity Against Oppression — Strengthen solidarity among labour movements to
resist repression and demand accountability.

ZIMCODD stands with ZCTU and all progressive forces in the fight for a Zimbabwe where workers enjoy
the fruits of their labour. Today, we reaffirm that decent work, transparency, and social justice are non-
negotiable.
